
Donôt let the concept of Family Devotions intimidate you. If you are a traditional, large, small, blended, nuclear, or 

dysfunctional, this exercise is for you and your family. All ages will benefit even though some things will be very 

meaningful to some ages, but for others it will simply be a time of modeling Scripture and expectations that they may 

draw on later. You donôt have to be a spiritual giant to lead a family devotion. You just have to love your family, take 

a little time and have this piece of paper! So, give it a shot. 

 

STEP 1ðSCHEDULE SOME FAMILY TIME TOGETHER! Make sure it is time where you can talk and not where your 

attention is captured by something like TV, movies or a spectator activity. If you can, play a board game like Battleship. If 

you have a larger family then make up teams and keep the fun/competition rolling! 

 

STEP 2ðTake a minute to talk about the reality that living in a family is going to mean that there will be some conflicts/

battles just because we are humans, but we have to learn how to not go to war. The first step to fighting well is figure out 

how we fight. Most people are either retreaters or pursuers whenever conflict starts. Asks everyone which they are, and why? 

This could be very insightfulé just listen and donôt argue :).  

 

STEP 3ð Remind your family of the series weôre doing at the church and the reason for this devotion and then read this 

Scripture. As you read each verse just ask how it could help with conflict in this home: 
 

Proverbs 26:17 Interfering in someone elseôs argument is as foolish as yanking a dogôs ears. 

Proverbs 20: 3 Avoiding a fight is a mark of honor; only fools insist on quarreling 

Proverbs 22:10 Throw out the mocker, and fighting goes, too. Quarrels and insults will disappear. 

STEP 4ðSpend a minute talking about this Scripture and how it might help in this family. Then ask each other if there is 

conflict that we need to put behind us right now? Be willing to listen and forgive! 

 

Step 5ðSay a short prayer togetheré You did IT! 
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
