
Donôt let the concept of Family Devotions intimidate you. If you are a traditional, large, small, blended, nuclear, or 

dysfunctional, this exercise is for you and your family. All ages will benefit even though some things will be very 

meaningful to some ages, but for others it will simply be a time of modeling Scripture and expectations that they may 

draw on later. You donôt have to be a spiritual giant to lead a family devotion. You just have to love your family, take 

a little time and have this piece of paper! So, give it a shot. 

 

STEP 1ðSCHEDULE SOME FAMILY TIME TOGETHER! Make sure it is time where you can talk and not where your 

attention is captured by something like TV, movies or a spectator activity. See if you can, play a board game like CONNECT 

FOUR. Since this week is all about connecting, make sure you are really listening to each other as you play! 

 

STEP 2ð To connect with each other itôs really important to know each other. Spend a few minutes asking each member of 

the family to finish these statements: 

¶ I feel really important whené 

¶ One way my family can show me love is toé 

¶ I try to show other family members love when I... 

 

STEP 3ð Remind your family of the series weôre doing at the church and the reason for this devotion and then read this 

Scripture: 
 

Deuteronomy 6:6 These commandments that I give you today are to be upon your hearts. 7 Impress them on your children. Talk about them 

when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up.  

ASK: If someone were secretly watching our home, what lessons would they learn about family? Why? Should we be doing anything 

different? 

STEP 4ðSpend a minute talking about this Scripture and how it might help in this family. Spend a minute and ask each 

family memberôs opinion: ñWhat could we do to connect better together?ò 

Step 5ðSay a short prayer togetheré You did IT!
