
Donôt let the concept of Family Devotions intimidate you. If you are a traditional, large, small, blended, nuclear, or 

dysfunctional, this exercise is for you and your family. All ages will benefit even though some things will be very 

meaningful to some ages, but for others it will simply be a time of modeling Scripture and expectations that they may 

draw on later. You donôt have to be a spiritual giant to lead a family devotion. You just have to love your family, take 

a little time and have this piece of paper! So, give it a shot. 

 

STEP 1ðSchedule a family play date together this week. It can be almost anything so long as it involves interaction. Avoid 

movies, sporting events or anything spectator driven. These are good, but you are looking for something where everyone is 

participating. Here are a few ideas: Board games (MONOPOLY), talk a walk, ride bikes, have a picnic, water balloon fight, 

touch football, foursquare, a game of HORSE, freeze tag, or a make your own scavenger hunt! 

 

STEP 2ðIn whatever activity you chose for STEP 1, just make sure that each member of the family had some kind of re-

sponsibility for making it happen, or cleaning up. 

 

STEP 3ð Remind your family of the series weôre doing at the church and the reason for this devotion and then read this 

Scripture from 1 Peter: (from the Living Bible translation) 
 

8And now this word to all of you: You should be like one big happy family, full of sympathy to-

ward each other, loving one another with tender hearts and humble minds. 9Donôt repay evil 

for evil. Donôt snap back at those who say unkind things about you. Instead, pray for Godôs 

help for them, for we are to be kind to others, and God will bless us for it.  

STEP 4ðSpend a minute talking about this Scripture and how everyone doing their part to make this play date happen was 

a good lesson. When is it hard to have sympathy for others? Why do we snap back at each other? What would our family be 

like if we tried to be kind to each other even when we were grumpy/tired? 

Step 5ðSay a short prayer togetheré You did IT! 
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
