
Donôt let the concept of Family Devotions intimidate you. If you are a traditional, large, small, blended, nuclear, or 

dysfunctional, this exercise is for you and your family. All ages will benefit even though some things will be very 

meaningful to some ages, but for others it will simply be a time of modeling Scripture and expectations that they may 

draw on later. You donôt have to be a spiritual giant to lead a family devotion. You just have to love your family, take 

a little time and have this piece of paper! So, give it a shot. 

 

STEP 1ðSCHEDULE SOME FAMILY TIME TOGETHER! Make sure it is time where you can talk and not where your 

attention is captured by something like TV, movies or a spectator activity. See if you can, play a board game like SCRAB-

BLE. Since this week is all about communication, using words is the key! 

 

STEP 2ð Scrabble is a much easier game if you have a big vocabulary. Thatôs just like communicating in a family, some 

people have an easier time than others communicating. Talk about it, and remember, these are all just opinion questions:  

¶  Who communicates well in the family and who struggles being understood/heard? 

¶  When is communication easier? When is it harder in this family? 

¶  What would make talking more productive in this home? Why? 

 

STEP 3ð Remind your family of the series weôre doing at the church and the reason for this devotion and then read this 

Scripture. As you read each verse just ask how it could help with communication in this home: 
 

Proverbs 21:23      Watch your tongue and keep your mouth shut, and you will stay out of trouble. 

Proverbs 10:21      The words of the godly encourage many, but fools are destroyed by their lack of common sense. 

STEP 4ðSpend a minute talking about this Scripture and how it might help in this family. Spend a minute taking turns shar-

ing something nice, a kind word about each person in the family as a way to practice the Scripture. 

Step 5ðSay a short prayer togetheré You did IT! 
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
